Former Zontian Phyllis Gloden died on August 2.  A memorial service was held on Saturday August 20.  The following is her obituary, for those who may have missed it:

“Phyllis Yvonne Lewis Gloden imagine! imagine! The long and wondrous journeys still to be ours- Mary Oliver Phyllis Yvonne Lewis Gloden was born on August 19, 1928 to Elsie and Clifford Lewis, who owned Lewis Brothers Trucking & Storage in Lansing, Michigan. Younger to Carrie and Bud, Phyllis learned to drive her dad's trucks as a young teen, just one of many ways she challenged stereotypes and the status quo during her lifetime. Following her graduation from Eastern High School, Phyllis attended Traphagen School of Design in New York City where she learned the craft of dressmaking and tailoring. Phyllis ran her successful business, Fashioned by Phyllis, for over forty-five years while raising a daughter and three sons. Always active in her church and community, Phyllis reached beyond her local environment as an advocate for social justice issues. Building houses with Habitat for Humanity as well as serving on the Lansing Habitat Board of Directors, Phyllis worked on homes in the U.S., Mexico, and Africa. As a member in the National Park Restoration initiative, Phyllis volunteered on building restoration projects in Alaska and Wyoming. At the age of 72, Phyllis joined the Peace Corps and served two years in the Kingdom of Lesotho, a small, mountainous country in southern Africa. There she taught and led a group of local women in the establishment of a quilt-making business, providing them with the knowledge and skills to upgrade their economic status and independence. Later, she went to the Philippines with "Poor No More", a humanitarian group working toward ending world poverty. In 2010, Phyllis joined other members of Edgewood United Church in building water purification systems in Nicaragua. With each new experience, Phyllis returned home to share her learning and hope for a more equitable world for all. Phyllis loved to dance, volunteer at the local theater, read, swim, garden, sew for family and friends, travel, and watch movies with her close friend Lois Simon. Cherished by the many friends and community members with whom she shared her time, Phyllis also gave years, days, and moments of unconditional love and care to her family. Her children remember a trip before dawn to see the circus trucks unloading the animals and big tents, summer vacations at Crooked Lake and then Bear Lake cottage, her years as a Girl Scout leader and Cub Scout den mother, themed birthday parties, and how mom entertained them during lunch at home on school days with singing, dancing, and especially playing her "nose" harmonica while tap dancing out of tune. The famous nose harmonica entertained her six grandsons as well who remember their annual summer road trips with "granny" to new places across the mid-west. The now grown boys recall grandma singing "Oh My Darling, Clementine" and "I Had a Little Chicken" in the car, the silly jokes, the laughter, and her endless patience with their antics. In 2000, Phyllis took the entire family on a trip to Wyoming for sight-seeing in Jackson Hole, hiking at Yellowstone, white water rafting on the Snake River, and to see some of her historic building projects. During the past ten years, her great-grandchildren began to collect their own special memories of Phyllis. A YMCA Diana Award recipient for community service, Phyllis was honored in 2010 as one of ten finalists in the "Women Who Inspire" Award in Lansing. A woman of strength, kindness and adventure, Phyllis died on August 2, 1011. She was preceded in death by her brother, Clifford (Bud) Lewis, and her youngest son David with whom she loved to howl at a full moon. Phyllis will be kept forever in the hearts of her daughter Julie Golden (Scott Morton), sons, Thomas (Teresa) and Michael (Karin)' grandsons: Brandon Nain, Ryan Nain (Jenny), Tyler Nain (Sarah), Michael C. Golden (Holly), Kiel Golden, and Brett Golden; nine great-grandchildren: Alyssa, Olivia, Addison, Santiago, Peyton, Cody, Riana, Skylark, and Chase; her dear sister and brother-in-law, Carrie and John Wales; many nieces and nephews, and friends from all over the world. A memorial service will be held on August 20, 2011 at 1:00p.m. at Edgewood United Church, 469 N. Hagadorn, East Lansing.
