	Accepting Applications for the 2012 - 2014 Biennium District 15 Positions Now!


At Spring Workshop the District 15 Nominating Committee provided attendees with information about the process of nominating individuals for positions on the District and International Boards, and we promised you a follow up email with the specific information that you need to nominate our leaders for the next biennium, 2012-2014.
We will be having elections at our District Fall Conference this year for the positions of:
—  Governor – the governor is the link between the district and the ZI Board; she administers the affairs of the district and holds office for two years.
—  Lieutenant Governor –the lt. governor becomes familiar with and involved in the duties of the governor and holds office for two years.
—  Treasurer – the treasurer reports to the governor and acts as financial officer for the district. May hold office for up to 2- two year terms, unlike any other elected district officer.
—  Area Directors – the area director administers the affairs of their area within the district, there are four area directors in District 15. Holds office for two years.
—  Nominating Committee – an elected committee empowered to make decisions regarding candidates; works independently in accordance with the ZI Bylaws and proposes the slate of candidates for the position of Governor, Lt. Gov., Treas., Area Directors and members of the nominating committee for the next biennium. Three members make up the nominating committee. The person receiving the highest number of votes becomes the chair.

Qualifications. Each elected officer shall be a classified member of a club with experience in a decision-making capacity, shall have served at least two (2) years in an elected club office and/or have been a district committee chairman. The governor, lieutenant governor and area directors shall have served at least one (1) year as club president. An elected officer shall hold no other elective position at district level.

Positions on the International Board will be elected at the 2012 International convention in Italy. The positions include: President-Elect, Vice President, Treasurer/Secretary, 7 Directors, and 9 Nominating Committee positions from specified geographic areas and at-large. 
 Please think about what it means to be a leader when you are thinking about nominating a sister Zontian for a position on the District or International Board.
—  Leadership is the ability to get others to do something significant.
—  Leadership energizes people towards a goal.
—  Effective leadership will help Zonta to be successful and to fulfill its mission and be productive.
—  When Zonta leaders are passionate and influence us in a positive way, we get excited and want to continue our involvement.
Nominations for positions on the District board must be in the hands of the Nominating Committee by July 15, 2011. Committee member contact info is included at the end of this message.
Nominations for positions on the International Board must be in the hands of the International Nominating Committee Chair by August 31 2011.
Links in this message include the job descriptions of the various positions and the nominating forms. Please read the job descriptions thoroughly so that you have a complete understanding of the requirements of the position to help inform your decision should you be nominated.
